a. Range from 20% - 51% of units must be for households with income at or below 80% AMI.
b. Restrictions must be in place for a minimum of five (5) years, up to 15 years for some funds
12. If a Regulatory Agreement or Tax Covenant does not currently exist or the time remaining on an existing Agreement doesn’t meet program minimums, the Department will place the necessary affordability restrictions on the property.
13. W-9 Form (for the Grantee)
14. Project Legal Description attached as an exhibit to the property deed.
15. Minimum requirements for Regulatory Agreements or Tax Covenants are:
a. 20% of units must be at or below 80% AMI.
b. Must be in place for a minimum of five (5) years.
16. If a Regulatory Agreement or Tax Covenant does not currently exist, DHCD will create a regulatory agreement to be recorded for projects that are awarded program funds.
AFTER SUBMITTING YOUR APPLICATION PACKAGE 
1. Select a Qualified Energy Professional (QEP)
If not already done, choose a QEP from the approved list of energy auditors. 
​ The QEP will conduct the energy audit and complete the funding request.
 They will submit the energy audit and funding request on your behalf.
2. Document request - Technical review
​Once the ​application, funding request​, and energy audit are received,  a ​​Program Associate and a Project Manager will be assigned to your project.
​​The ​Program Associate ​will provide a detailed list of additional documents needed​.​
​The Project Manager will complete the technical review and serve as your primary point of contact throughout the process.
3. Grant/Loan Agreement-Office of the Attorney General (OAG)
The OAG will draft the grant/loan agreement for circulation and signatures.
Once fully executed,​ a kickoff meeting between the Project Team and DHCD’s Project Manager​ will be scheduled.
It is recommended that installation of the measures do not begin until spec sheets have been submitted and approved by the DHCD Project Manager.
